CATE AWARD FOR CONTRIBUTIONS TO RESEARCH IN TEACHER EDUCATION

This award was created to recognize significant contributions to research in teacher education in
Canada. The award applies to a body of research throughout an individual’'s career, not necessarily to
a particular study or publication. Candidates must be nominated by a member of CATE but do not
need to be CATE members. The application must include two additional letters of recommendation,
one of which must be from a referee associated with at least one other institution. However, the two
referees do not need to be CATE members. Criteria for the award include (1) evidence of excellence
in research and significant contributions to research on teacher education over time through
publications, presentations, or other outcomes, as well as (2) evidence of overall influence and impact
on the field of teacher education research in Canada and internationally.

Eligibility
Nominator(s) must be member(s) of CATE.

Submission Requirements

Nominators, who must be CATE member(s), must submit:

1. An initial letter of recommendation from a CATE member outlining the contributions of the nominee
and providing (1) evidence of excellence and contributions in research over time, and (2) evidence of
influence and impact on the field of teacher education in Canada and internationally (maximum two
pages).

2. The nominee’s curriculum vitae, including relevant publications and presentations and other
outcomes throughout this person’s career, and not just from the past five years, and evidence of
influence and impact.

3. Two supporting letters from persons who are able to attest to the outstanding nature of the
nominee’s contributions and impact. These individuals do not need to be members of CATE.

All nomination materials should be sent to CATE/ACFE President,

Exigences de soumission

Les proposants, qui doivent étre membres de I'ACFE, doivent soumettre :

1. Une lettre de recommandation initiale d'un membre de 'ACFE décrivant les contributions du
candidat et fournissant (1) des preuves d'excellence et de contributions a la recherche au fil du
temps, et (2) des preuves d'influence et d'impact sur le domaine de la formation des enseignants au
Canada et a I'échelle internationale (deux pages maximum).

2. Le curriculum vitae du candidat, y compris les publications et les présentations pertinentes et les
autres résultats obtenus tout au long de la carriére de cette personne, et non seulement au cours des
cing dernieres années, ainsi que des preuves de l'influence et de l'impact.

3. Deux lettres de soutien de personnes en mesure d'attester de la nature exceptionnelle des
contributions et de l'impact du candidat. Ces personnes ne doivent pas nécessairement étre
membres de la CATE.

The intent of
the award is to recognize those who have had a career of distinguished contribution in the
study of action research in Canada. Distinguished Contribution to Action Research Awards are

presented at the Annual General Meeting for CAARE and no more than two individuals may
receive an award in any given year.

Nomination submission deadline for the award to be presented at CSSE (York University, May
27-June 1, 2023) is March 1, 2023.

Who May Enter?

Candidates must be nominated by a CAARE member for the award. Candidates do not need to
be a CAARE member. A self-nomination is not accepted.

Criteria for Applicants
Nominees will be adjudicated based on the following criteria. Nominations must include
evidence that these criteria have been met consistently over a lengthy and meritorious period

of time, normally 15 or more years. Active involvement in action research should be
demonstrated through:

a. A distinguished record of research and publication related to action
research, as evidenced by publications in a variety of journals with national
and international status, and/or by the receipt of research grants or
equivalent measures.

b. A deep commitment to the field of action research demonstrated through
teaching and learning activities and service related to action research.

c. Impact of research demonstrated through action research project
outcomes, including community impact.
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The deadline for receipt of the nomination package is March 1, 2023.

Nomination/Award Procedures
Each nomination will be reviewed by a panel of CAARE Awards Committee members. The
nomination must include:
e A complete CV for the candidate
e One page written statement outlining the ways in which the candidate
meets the criteria for the award.
e 3 letters of reference addressing the award criteria, including 1 from a
CAARE member and 1 from a non-academic with a longstanding research
relationship with the nominee.
e The recipient(s) of the Distinguished Contribution to Action Research Award must
indicate if they will be present at the CSSE conference (at York University May 27 - June
1,2023).

Candidates do not need to be CAARE
member. A self-nomination is not accepted. One dissertation a year is awarded.

Criteria for Applicants
Each nomination will be adjudicated by a panel of CAARE Awards Committee members using
the following criteria:

e The dissertation must contribute to the field of action research.

e Nominations must include a separate letter of support from the research supervisor that
clearly states completion of the graduate degree prior to the CSSE conference of the
submission year.

e A synopsis of the research must be submitted electronically and not exceed 25 double-
spaced, typewritten pages and must be accompanied by a one-page abstract. The abstract
and references do not count toward the page limit. The author should eliminate all
identifiable references to individuals and places that might bias reviewers. The synopsis
should be emailed to the address below in Microsoft Word .doc or docx format.

Nominations must include a separate letter of support from the research supervisor that
clearly states completion of the graduate degree prior to the CSSE conference of the
submission year.

A synopsis of the research must be submitted electronically and not exceed 25 double-
spaced, typewritten pages and must be accompanied by a one-page abstract. The
abstract and references do not count toward the page limit. The author should eliminate
all identifiable references to individuals and places that might bias reviewers. The
synopsis should be emailed to the address below in Microsoft Word .doc or docx format.
